Members present: David Tousignant, Dick Hrinak, and Bill Lacourciere

The meeting was convened at 7:00pm by Chairman Bill Lacourciere.
 Secretaries Report:
Dick Hrinak made a motion to accept the minutes of November 11th meeting. David Tousignant seconded the motion, the motion passed. 3-0-0
Treasurer’s Report:
Rita passed out the reports for the month of October. The individual reports were reviewed.
The expenses for the 2011 year were reviewed. Bill Lacourciere made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report of November. David Tousignant seconded the motion, the motion passed.

3-0-0
Wayne Blair’s report was presented by David Tousignant in Wayne’s absence. There are five contracts with Vail. 
Bill sent Wayne a letter stating the responsibilities we would like him to comply with in the new contract with the WPCA. Bill stated that Wayne received the letter and was satisfied with its contents. He signed the letter and returned it to Bill. 

Motion: Bill asked for a motion to rescind the order to connect to the sewer system for the properties at 10 Ridgewood Rd. and 25 Connecticut Rd. Dick moved the motion and Dave seconded the motion. The motion was voted and passed. 3-0-0  

Dick gave his report on the problems with the water condensation problem with grinder pumps. Dick has been in touch with the grinder pump company, they are working on a fix for the continuing water condensation problem.
Bill suggested that letter be sent to officials at the company trying to develop the fix. The WPCA wants to review the fix that is created before it put into place. The previous fix that they used did not work properly. 

Dick gave a review of the action taken so far on the insurance claim for the lighting strike on the pumping station. The adjuster did not feel it was a problem. Dick feels they are trying to avoid the issue. It was suggested that Norb send a letter to the adjuster, Norb said he would do that, stating that there was a lighting strike, we have evidence there was a lighting strike and the damaged parts from the pumping station are available for inspection. The response has not been satisfactory. 
Bill discussed how the WPCA should adjust their budget to match the POW time frame (July-June). After reviewing the proposed budget figures, the annual amount for each property owner remained the same as last year, at $300.00. In order to adjust the billing period, it was suggested that an invoice be sent for the period of only six months at $150.00. This will cover Jan-June of 2012. Starting in July 2012, an invoice will be sent for an annual amount, that will cover July 2012 through June 2013.      
At the same time there should be an invoice sent to the property owners who have been exempted, for $30.00. A letter of explanation should accompany the invoice indicating they are invoiced for 20% of the annual amount owners pay who are connected to the system. All property owners benefit from the system in overall value in property.
Motion: Dick made a motion to set the user fee at $150.00 for a onetime payment, due Feb. 1st. Property owners exempted from the sewer connection will be invoiced for the $30.00 (20%) of the user fee, as approved by the WPCA. Also a public hearing is to be held Jan. 13th, for the purpose of setting the user fee of $150.00. Dave seconded the motion; the motion was voted and passed. 3-0-0  
Dave discussed the issue of homes being torn down and rebuilt, the will be a new connection from the street. Should the connection be re-inspected by Wayne Blair and the owner pay a permit fee of $25.00. It was suggested that Wayne speak with Ron Rose in Old Lyme and possible have them hand the owner a letter of instruction when they apply for the building permit.  
The meeting was adjourned at 8:35pm
