The public hearing was convened at 7:06pm by Vice Chairman Kathy Aldridge.
There was no one to speak at the public hearing. David Tousignant made a motion to close the public hearing. The motion was sconded by Jack Harney and the motion was voted and passed.

Vice Chairman Kathy Aldridge opened the WPCA regular monthly meeting.

There was a discussion on the proposed user fee resolution. At this time Rita reviewed the user fee budget. 
Motion: Bill made a motion to accept the fee of $150.00 for a six month period, and $30.00 for the same six month period for those who have exemption from connecting. The payment is due February 1, 2012 and will be delinquent after March 1, 2012. The motion was seconded by David Tousignant; the motion was voted and passed. 5-0-0
 Secretaries Report:
Jack Harney made a motion to accept the minutes of December 9th meeting. David Tousignant seconded the motion, the motion passed. 5-0-0
Treasurer’s Report:
Rita passed out the reports for the month of November. The individual reports were reviewed.
The expenses for the 2011 year were also reviewed. Rita also reviewed the activity to date in January. There was one more assessment pay-off, and $550,000.00 was withdrawn to make a partial payment on the loan. David Tousignant made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report of December. Jack Harney seconded the motion, the motion passed. 5-0-0
Bill reviewed the financial book keeping being done by Rita; there is a person available that will train Rita on the Quick Books software. It was suggested that she be retained for this training.
Wayne Blair gave his report, to date there are 414 connections made. There are three contracts with Vail, 105 Hillcrest, 28 Hillcrest, and 60 CT. There are five properties that are still being worked on, that are problem areas. There are five approved exemptions from connection.
Norb commented that he had filed notices on the land records to connect, on the following properties; 16 Mass Rd., 5 Mass Rd., 46 Hough Rd., 6 North Rd., 105-1 Hillcrest Rd.
Bill stated in correspondence that Norb sent a letter to the insurance company that is responsible to pay for the lighting damage to the pumping station; we have been told we will be paid for the damage. 
Bill rec’d copies of letters sent by Norb to rescind the order to connect for 10 Ridgewood Rd, 25 CT Rd. A letter was also sent to Fred Pinto rescinding his order to connect, as he has been approved for exemption from connecting.

Bill reported that he has sent a contract to John Sigarenza for agreement on pumping the grinder pumps during a power outage situation. He has not heard back as yet. We will buy two generators and have two cables made that will connect the generators to the grinder pumps when this emergency pumping is necessary. 
Dick Hrinak reported on the latest from the grinder pump manufacturer. Dick has had a difficult time getting any answers. There are still alarms since the last fix was performed. The company said they will be here in February to perform the latest correction. They claim this fix should correct the condensation problem. 
Dave reported on the punch list. There were a couple of items on tree billings left to complete, but all other items have been completed. 

New Business: There will no meetings during February or March. This information will be posted on the bulletin boards and the website for everyone’s reference.
