At 7:00pm the meeting was convened by Vice Chairman Kathy Aldridge.
Secretaries Report:

Ken Russell made motion to accept the secretary’s report, Dave Tousignant seconded the motion. The motion was voted and passed with the addition.  5 -0-0
Treasurer’s Report:

Rita passed out copies of the treasurer’s reports and reviewed each account with the committee. The first account is the WPCA Sinking fund shows the addition of the interest. The next is the WPCA account which shows no activity. The Sewer account shows the deposits and the payments made with the current balance. The next report reflected the Delinquent accounts; there were five persons on the account. The User fee account reflected the deposits and the payments made with the current balance. All reports are on file. Dick Hrinak made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report, Ken Russell seconded the motion. The motion was voted and passed.

Norb reported that Crane has returned to seal all the electrical connections on all the grinder pumps in regards to our moisture problem in January.

Norm Emerson was able to receive a reverse mortgage, and was able to clear all the outstanding debits. Norm has met all the requirements including having the septic tank pumped.
Lepak and Fusco have been served the papers in New London court. They are not allowd to use the property until the hook-up is completed. 
Norb reported that the six people that have been exempted, they must pump out every three years. Bill Pape will be tracking and advising when the pump outs are due for the six people.

Dick reported that the grinder pumps on Champion Rd were checked out after the storm. 

The WPCA has spare parts for most items. 

Dick is to create a list of all equipment in the 3 stations; this is for establishing a replacement cost. 

Wayne passed out his report. He worked with the grinder pumps on Champion Rd., after the storm. There were some as-builts requested for people who are doing some remodeling. 
Wayne discussed the issue of anything being built of placed on the easement section of the property, who is responsible if that part of the property that has to be excavated for  repair  issues. It was stated that anything placed on the easement portion and having to be disturbed for repair work would be at the cost to the property owner. 
Norb will send a letter to all grinder pump property owners, indicating their responsibility on this issue. 
Correspondence: Kathy received a letter from Sonia Marino, a registered sanitarian who has taken over Ron Roses position in Old Lyme. She is looking for the as-builts for the whole project and all the properties that are connected, and drawings of the pipe line to East Lyme. Sonia has been unable to locate these documents in the town hall and is willing to accept the cost having these documents produced. 
Kathy asked for nominations for chairman of the WPCA for the upcoming term, Kathy Aldridge was nominated by David Tousignant; the nomination was seconded by Dick Hrinak. There were no other nominations. The nomination was voted and passed.

Kathy asked for nominations for Vice Chairman, Richard Ramondetta nominated  David Tousignant for Vice Chairman, Ken Russell seconded the motion, the motion was voted and passed. 

Motion: Kathy made a motion to move Richard Ramondetta into a voting position. The motion was seconded by Ken Russell. The motion was voted and passed. 5-0-0
Old Business: Richard Ramondetta gave his report on the procedures to be set up for recovery after a major storm does damages to the area. The main concerns were the areas of the grinder pumps. 
New Business: Kathy discussed the need to notify property owners of a user fee change. 
The May WPCA meeting will be moved to May 17th. The public hearing notice must be published ten days before the date of the public hearing. Therefore, the public hearing notice will be published in the newspaper on or before June 3, 2013. After the public hearing a second notice will be published in the newspaper stating the results of the public hearing.

Kathy discussed the issue of having persons available to sign checks over the $20,000.00 limit, in addition to the treasurer. She is requesting that David Tousignant, be added to the check signing card at Bank of America. 
Motion: Richard made the motion to correct the Bank of America signature cards to reflect the following.  The name of William Lacourciere will be removed from the card, and Rita Sulick, Treasurer will be corrected, David Tousignant, will be added, as will be Kathy Aldridge. The motion was seconded by Ken Russell, and voted and passed. 5-0-0
A discussion was held on the issue of having an engineer retained for extra situations that may occur, or could this be handled by Wayne Blair. There will be further discussion on this matter.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:20 pm.
