The meeting was convened at 7:00pm by Chairman Bill Lacourciere.
 Secretaries Report:
David Tousignant made a motion to accept the report of April 9th, Sue Bookman seconded

the motion. The motion was voted and approved with amendments.
Treasurer’s report:

Rita passed out the current treasurer’s reports for the month. She then went over the CWF report, and the DWF report. 
The Bank of America report was also reviewed.
Dick Hrinak made a motion to accept the reports, David Tousignant seconded the motion. The motion was voted and passed.

Communications:

Wayne Blair gave his report for the month of April, he reviewed the application status, there were fifty-seven new applications submitted. Work on the grinder pumps continues along with the water hook-ups. 
A discussion was held on how to alert people that they can not make the connection to their house until the proper time and with an authorized contractor. Also the consequences if they do attempt to do this. 
Bill asked for a motion to adopt an amendment to the Rules and Regulations. Sue Bookman made the motion to amend the Rules and Regulations 3.B.1 General for addition to paragraph 1, to read: In the event that a property is connected without first obtaining a connection permit, the WPCA shall require the property owner to obtain a sewer connection permit and the WPCA shall have the right to cause the work to be re-excavated and exposed for purposes of inspection, the cost of which shall be borne solely by the property owner. Also in the same section a new paragraph 6 will read: Work can only be performed by a licensed qualified contractor. In no case shall the work be performed by the property owner.
David Tousignant seconded the motion and the motion was voted and approved. 

Bill had copies of letters sent out by Rob to potential companies wishing to offer a proposal to enter into a contract to maintain the sewer system when up and running. A change order #14 was received form the state.

Bill presented a complete review of the proposed budget as it is at this time.
Bill reviewed the possible revised benefit assessment cost per household over the 20 years. The number could in the $19,000.00 range; this is well below some of the original proposed figures.

Rob reported that all roads have the first of black top, some have the second coat. There are approx. 20 grinder pumps left to be installed. Several are situations were the installation will interrupt the property owners septic system in the ground, so these may be done under a possible agreement with the property owner, in order to cause the least inconvenience to the property owner.
The current turn on date for the sewer system is June 18th.
The proposal for the system maintenance contract was sent out to six companies. Rob has heard from four of the companies that appear to be interested. The companies responding were Shoreline Sanitation, Town of East Lyme, Electric Technologies, and Water and Water Equipment. Rob gave a review of the four proposals received.  
Norb stated that a second legal notice was issued in the paper and posted at town hall. This showed the user fee was adopted. 
The easements have been signed and waiting to register them in town hall.
